In the fiscal year 1994 there where 14'029 transits, which carried 170.8 million long tons of cargo and paid US $ 
419.2 million in tolls.

The highest Canal toll was US $ 141,344.91 paid by the Crown Princess and the lowest toll ever paid was 36 
cents by Richard Halliburton for swimming the Canal in 1928.

The average time spent in transit from port to port is approx. 8 - 10 hours.
